Lights

When servicing a halogen lamp, don't touch the lamp with bare fingers.
Oil from your skin leaves a residue, causing a hot spot that will shorten
the life of the lamp.

A WARNING

Poor lighting while driving can result in severe injury or death. Headlight and
taillight lenses become dirty during normal operation. Wash the*headlights
frequently to maintain lighting quality.

Hot components can cause serious burns to skin. Allow lamps to cool before
servicing.

Spark Plug Recommendations

Spark Plug Inspection

Spark plug condition is indicative of engine operation. Check the spark
plug firing end condition after the engine has been warmed up and the
vehicle has been driven at higher speeds. Immediately check the spark
plugs for correct color. See page99.

A hot exhaust system and engineican/cause serious burns. Wear protective
gloves when removing a,spark plug*for inspection.

Normal Spark Plug

The normal insulator tip is gray, tan or light brown. There will be-few
combustion deposits. The electrodes are not burned or eroded. This indi-
cates the proper type and heat range for the engine and the sexvice.
NOTE: The tip should not be flaky and white. A white insulator tip,indicates

overheating, caused by use of an improper spark pluag,or,incorrect
fuel.

Wet Fouled Spark Plug

The wet fouled insulator tip is black. A damp oil filtn/covers(the firing
end. There may be a carbon layer over the entite'iose. Generally, the
electrodes are not worn. General causes of fouling are exeessive oil, use
of non-recommended oil or incorrect throttle body adjustments.

Vehicle Immersion

CAUTION

If your vehicle becomes immersed, major engine damage can result if the
machine is not thoroughly inspected. Take the vehicle to your dealer before
starting the engine.

If it's impossible to take your ATV to a dealer before starting it, fol-
low the steps outlined below.

Move the ATV to dry land or at the very least, to water below the
footrests.

Check the air box. If water is present, dry thexairbox and replace the
filter with a new filter.

Remove the spark plugs.
Turn the engine over several times usifig the electric start.
Dry the spark plugs. Reinstall the,plugs or instalknew plugs.

Attempt to start the engine. If iecessary, repedtthe drying proce-
dure.

Take the ATV to your dealet for servicetas soon as possible, whether
you succeed in starting it or not.

Spark Arrestor

A WARNING

Failure to heed the following warnings while servicing the spark arrestor
could result in serious injury or death.

The exhaust system can get extremely hot. Do not perform service.on the
spark arrestor while the system is hot. Allow components to cool sufficiently
before proceeding.

Remove any combustible materials from the area. Wear eye protection and
leather work gloves. Do not stand behind or in front of the vehicle while
purging. Never run the engine in an enclosed area. Exhaust contains
poisonous carbon monoxide gas. Never go under the vehicle whileit's
inclined.

Use the following procedure to periodically purge accumulated carbon
from the exhaust pipe/muftler.

1. Remove the arrestor clean-out
plug from the bottom of the
muffler.

5. If carbon comes out/of the exhaust, cover or plug the exhaust outlet.

6. Lightly-tap on.the-exhaust pipe with a rubber mallet while repeating
step4.

7. (Ifjparticlesiare still suspected to be in the muffler, elevate the rear of
the vehicle one foot (30 cm) higher than the front. Block the wheels.

8¥ Place the transmission in PARK. Lock the parking brake. Repeat
steps 4 to 6 until no more particles are expelled.

9. Stop the engine. Allow the arrestor to cool.

10. Reinstall the arrestor plug and remove the exhaust outlet cover or
plug.

PVT System

A WARNING

Failure to comply with the instructions in this warning can result in severg
injury or death.

Do not modify any component of the PVT system. Doing so may reduceiits
strength so that a failure may occur at a high speed. The PVT system,has
been precision balanced. Any modification will cause the system to be out of
balance, creating vibration and additional loads on components.

The PVT system rotates at high speeds, creating large amounts.of force on
clutch components. Extensive engineering and testing has.been conducted
to ensure the safety of this product. However, as the owner/ you havesthe
following responsibilities to make sure this system remains ‘safe:

+ Always follow all recommended maintenance procedures. See your dealer
as outlined in the owner's manual.

* This PVT system is intended for use on Polaris, products enly, Do not
install it in any other product.

» Always make sure the PVT housing is securely in place during operation.
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MAINTENANCE
PVT System

The basic operation of the Polaris PVT system is dependent on engine
speed and vehicle torque requirements. As engine speed increases, the
force exerted on the movable drive sheave by the flyweights also
increases. This, in turn, increases the amount of pinch applied to the
drive belt. Similarly, if the engine speed decreases, the amountiof cen-
trifugal force decreases, reducing the amount of belt pinch.

On Polaris ATVs, the approximate gear ratio difference between high
and low range is 1:2.25. This difference in gearing affects\the operation
of the PVT, especially at speeds less than 7 MPH (11 km/h), due to the
system's dependence on engine speed.

For example, when operating at a ground speed 6£3"MPH (5'km/h) in
low range, the engine speed would be around 3000’'RPM. This is well
above the engagement speed of 1200 - 1400 RPM. However, in high
range at 3 MPH (5 km/h), the engine would be running at’only 1500
RPM. Whenever operating this close to.the-engagement speed, the
engine may be running at a speed too Jow ‘to provide'the pinch needed to
prevent belt slip. Belt slip is responsible/for creating the excessive heat
that destroys belts, wears clutch. cemponents-and-causes outer clutch
covers to fail.

By switching to low range whileoperating at low ground speeds, the air
temperature in the clutch coyer'is reduced by almost 160 degrees.
Reducing the temperature inside the clutch cover extends the life of the
PVT components (belts.cover, etc?),

Battery

Your ATV may have either a sealed battery, which requires little mainte-
nance, or a conventional battery. A sealed battery can be identified by its
flat covers on the top of the battery. A conventional battery has six filler
caps on the top of the battery.

Conventional Battery

Always keep battery terminals and connections free of corfosion. If
cleaning is necessary, remove corrosion with a stiff wife brush. Wash
with a solution of one tablespoon baking soda and one\cup water. Rinse
well with tap water and dry off with clean shop towels. Coat the termi-
nals with dielectric grease or petroleum jelly. Be careful not torallow
cleaning solution or tap water into a conventional’battery.

A WARNING

Battery electrolyte is poisonous. It contains‘sulfuric acid., Serious burns can
result from contact with skin, eyes or clothing.

Antidote:
External: Flush with water.

Internal: Drink large quantities:ef water or milk=Follow with milk of magnesia,
beaten egg, or vegetable oil. Call physician immediately.

Eyes: Flush with water for 15’minutes and.get prompt medical attention.

Batteries produce explosive gases. Keep'sparks, flame, cigarettes, etc.
away. Ventilate when eharging or using in“an enclosed space. Always shield
eyes when working near batteries: KEEP OUT OF REACH OF CHILDREN.

Battery Installation

Using a new battery that has not been fully charged can damage the bat-
tery and result in a shorter life. It can also hinder vehicle performance.
Follow the battery charging instructions on page 109 before installing
the battery.

1. Ensure that the battery is fully charged.
2. Place the battery in the battery holder.

3. With conventional batteries, install the battery ventitube (sealed bat-
teries do not have a vent tube).
NOTE: The vent tube must be free of obstructions and.securely installed.
Route the tube away from the frame and vehicle body to prevent con-
tact with electrolyte.

A WARNING

Battery gases could accumulate in anyimproperly installed vent tube and
cause an explosion, resulting in serious'injury or death. Always ensure that
the vent tube is free of obstructions,and'is secutelyjinstalled as
recommended.

4. On conventional batteries, coat the terminals with dielectric grease
or petroleum jelly.

Battery Storage

Whenever the vehicle is not used for a period of three months or more,
remove the battery from the vehicle, ensure that it's fully charged, and
store it out of the sun in a cool, dry place. Check battery voltage each

month during storage and recharge as needed to maintain a full charge.

NOTE: Power plug leads may need to be bent down so that the battery cover
can be installed.

NOTE: Battery charge can be maintained by using a Polaris Battery Tender
charger or by charging about once a month to make up+fer normal self-
discharge. Battery Tender can be left connected during the storage
period, and will automatically charge the battery.ifithe voltage drops
below a pre-determined point. See page 124 farthe part numbers of
Polaris products.

Battery Fluid (Conventional Battery)

A poorly maintained battery will

deteriorate rapidly. Check the battery IT\(/‘)g"e(r lﬂ/?grekr
fluid level often. Maintain the fluid

level between the upper and lower ° °

Battery Charging (Conventional Battery)

1. Remove the battery from the vehicle to prevent damage from leak-
ing or spilled electrolyte during charging. See page 106.

2. Charge the battery with a charging output no larger than 1/10 of the
battery’s amp/hr rating. Charge as needed to raise the specific grav-
ity to 1.270 or greater.

3. Reinstall the battery. See page 107. Make sure thepositive terminal
is toward the front of the vehicle.

Battery Charging (Sealed Battery)

The following battery charging instructions apply“only to the installa-
tion of a sealed battery. Read all instructions\before proceeding with the
installation of this battery.

The sealed battery is already filled with €lectrolyte,andyhas been sealed
and fully charged at the factory. Never-pry. the sealing strip off or add
any other fluid to this battery.

The single most important thing about maintdining a sealed battery is to
keep it fully charged. Since the\battery is séaled and the sealing strip
cannot be removed, you mustiuse a voltmeter or multimeter to measure
DC voltage.

A WARNING

An overheated battery'may explode; causing severe injury or death. Always
watch charging-times,carefully, Stop charging if the battery becomes very
warm to the tauchjAllow it 10 eool before resuming charging.

For a refregsh eharge, follow all instructions carefully.

1. Check'the battery voltage with a voltmeter or multimeter. A fully
charged battery, will register 12.8 V or higher.

2. \Ifithe voltage is less than 12.8 volts, recharge the battery at 1.2 amps
or less until battery voltage is 12.8 or greater.

NOTE: When using an automatic charger, refer to the charger manufacturer's
instructions for recharging. When using a constant current charger,
use the guidelines on the next page for recharging.

Cleaning and Storage
Washing the Vehicle

Keeping your Polaris vehicle clean will not only improve its appearance
but it can also extend the life of various components.

CAUTION

High water pressure may damage components. Polaris recommends
washing the vehicle by hand or with a garden hose, using mild\seap.

Certain products, including insect repellents and chemicalsywill damage
plastic surfaces. Do not allow these types of products to.contact the.vehicle.

The best and safest way to clean your Polaris vehicle is withva‘garden
hose and a pail of mild soap and water.

1. Use a professional-type washing cloth,‘cleaning the upper body first
and the lower parts last.

2. Rinse with clean water frequently.
3. Dry surfaces with a chamoig«tosprevent watér/ spots.

Washing Tips

* Avoid the use of harsh cleaners, whieh‘ean scratch the finish.
* Do not use a power washér to clean the vehicle.

* Do not use medium.totheavy duty compounds on the finish.

» Always use cleancloths and pads for cleaning and polishing. Old or
reused cloths agdpads may.centain dirt particles that will scratch the
finish.

Cleaning and Storage
Washing the Vehicle

If a high pressure water system is used for cleaning (not recommended),
exercise extreme caution. The water may damage components and eould
remove paint and decals. Avoid directing the water stream at the follow-
ing items:

* Wheel bearings

» Radiator

* Transmission seals

» Brakes

* Cab and body panels

+ Labels and decals

NOTE: If warning and safety labels are damaged, contact your'Rolaris dealer
for free replacement.

Grease all zerk fittings immediately after.washing. Allow the engine to
run for a while to evaporate any water that may have'entered the engine
or exhaust system.

Polishing the Vehicle

Polaris recommends the use of common heusehold aerosol furniture
polish for polishing the finishon your Rolaris vehicle. Follow the
instructions on the container.

Polishing Tips
* Avoid the use of attemotive products, some of which can scratch the
finish of yourchicle.

» Always use clean‘cloths-andvpads for cleaning and polishing. Old or
reused cloths,and pads may contain dirt particles that will scratch the
finish.

Chrome Wheel Care (if equipped)

Proper maintenance will protect chrome wheels from corrosion, pre-

serve wheel life and ensure a "like new" appearance for many years.

NOTE: Chrome wheels exposed to road salt (or salt in the air in coastal areas)
are more susceptible to corrosion if not properly cleaned. Clean
chrome wheels more often if they're exposed to salt or other corrosive
elements.

1. Wash chrome wheels frequently. Use a mild detergenty Never use

abrasive cleaners on plated or painted surfaces.

2. Rinse well with clear water. Soap, detergents, salty dirt, mad and
other elements can cause corrosion.

3. Polish the clean chrome wheels periodicallyyUse an.automotive
grade chrome polish.

4. Routinely and liberally apply a weatheriresistant.wax to each pol-
ished chrome wheel. Choose a produet suitablefor chrome finishes.
Read and follow the product labels and instructions.

Removing Corrosion

If light rust is found on the chrome*finish, use'steel wool (#0000-OTT
grade) to remove it. Gently rub'the affected areas with the steel wool
until the corrosion has been removed, Cléan and polish the wheel as out-
lined above.

Storage Tips

CAUTION

Starting the engine during the storage period will disturb the protective film
created by fogging and damage could occur. Never start the engine during
the storage period.

Clean the Exterior

Make any necessary repairs and then clean the vehicle,as recommended.
See page 111.
